DO NOT use additional space or pages unless indicated by a particular question. If using a computer to submit
your application, the original format must be used or points may be deducted.

1. 4-Hmembers may NOT apply for an award they won in 2025.

2. Bethorough in completing the application. Be sure to get all the necessary people to sign your
application. In all areas begin with the most recent year’s information, then work back through the years.

3. This application is confidential, so only put your name on the front cover page. A number will be
assigned to your application and only the judges will know the number.

4. Complete each section of the application:

a. 4-H Project Work from 2026 — List your projects from this year, what you did and what you
learned from your project work. Also, describe a memorable experience about each of your
projects.
